Lack of energy and
motivation, or increases
energy and restlessness
weight loss or gain, red
eyes.

Lack of interest in clothing,
grooming or looks.

Exaggerated efforts to be
secretive in their home or
vehicle.

Requesting money without
a reasonable explanation.

Hallucinations, paranoia,
elevated mood, confusion.

Memory loss, falls or
accidents, dizziness or
increased alertness.

Depression.

Drug houses are a building where

drug dealers and drug users buy,

sell, produce, and use illegal
drugs.




Start a neighborhood
watch

Neighborhood watch involves citizens
in effort to prevent crime in their
neighborhood or community. The
neighborhood is committed to safety,
positive communication and
relationships among neighbors.
Citizens remain alert for suspicious
activities and report those activities
to the police.

“It can’t happen here”

Most neighborhoods have very little
control over Product, Buyer, or
Seller. Drug dealers look for
locations where neighbors do not
communicate and isolate themselves

Report all problems to the
appropriate agency. Police,

Fire, Health, Public Works,
etc...

What to Report?

= Address of the suspected drug

house, including a description of

the residence.

= Known names of the residence.

= Vehicle descriptions including

license plate numbers of
residence and license plate

numbers of frequent visitors.

= Time of day, day of week, week

of month of most frequent
visitors.

YOUR INFORMATION CAN
REMAIN ANOYMOUS

What to Look For:

= Abnormal amounts of vehicles
and/or pedestrians arriving at
the residence.

= Visitors tend to stay at the
residence for short period of
time.

= Visitors and/or vehicles tend to
do the same.

= Increase in traffic at the
residence during the first few
days of the month.

= Residence seems to have no jobs
or means of supporting their
lifestyle.

= Residence receive frequent
deliveries from UPS, FedEx etc.

= Gang activity in the
neighborhood.

= Loitering in or around a house.

FAMILULAR, REPORT IT
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
