When is the reservation / deposit fee due?
The reservation / deposit fee is due when you make your
shelter reservation request.

What is your Cancellation Policy?

Reservation fees are not refundable if cancellation is
made less than 14 days prior to use date. A $25
cancellation fee will be retained for all cancellations made
14 days or more in advance of the use date.
