There 

are thousands of caches in our community and getting involved is incredibly 

simple.

Geocaching Etiquette 

It is in good practice to follow some simple rules while geocaching: 

 Try not to draw attention to a cache’s area if you find one and sign the log-

book,  

 Try to always replace any items you take,  

 If you take a trackable item place it in another cache. 

 Always place the cache back EXACTLY where you found it. 

It’s as simple as that, now get out there and have some fun!
