
FAQ’s 

How old does a skater have to be to 
start lessons? We recommend skaters 

be 3 years old. 

Should skaters wear helmets? We 

recommend helmets for skaters, 
especially those in Snowplow Sam 1, 2, 3 
and 4.  

What is the difference between 
Snowplow Sam 1 and Basic 1? 
Snowplow Sam 1 is for skaters ages 3-7, 
with no skating experience. Basic 1 is for 
skaters who are beginner skaters, but 
who have had experience skating or 
rollerblading. Basic 1 is also appropriate 
for the skater 8 years and older who is a 
beginner skater. 

Should skaters have their own skates? 

We do have limited quantities of rental 
skates for registered skaters to use during 
lesson time, however we recommend that 
skaters have their own good quality 
skates if possible. Double runners are not 
acceptable. Good used skates are 
available at local stores. Ask us for 
recommendations.
